minimum road salt purchase has been made this year, approximately 3500 tons and the City does
have salt available in the storage bins.

Service Director Wise said the traffic signal control box has been constructed and should be

installed next week. The original controls were damaged during a traffic incident at the intersection
of S.R.21 & Wallings Road.

Engineer’s Report: Chippewa Road & Calvin Drive Sanitary Sewer Project: Engineer Wise
reported the field survey work and subsurface geotechnical exploration is complete and
coordination with the local utility companies has begun. When the underground utilities have been
located the alignment of the sewer will be determined. Additional soil testing may be needed based
on the preliminary soil tests.

Whitewood Aerial Sewer Project — Update: The City is moving forward with the Ohio EPA
Director’s Authorization for the stream disturbances which will finalize the Wetland & Stream
Permitting for the project. Only one of the five easements necessary have been received, Engineer
Wise said Councilmember Petsche’s assistance may be necessary to gain those easements.
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Wallings Road Pump Station: Cuyahoga County requested bids for this project. The first round of
bidders were all too high. In the second round of bidding Neroni & Sons were awarded the contract
at a cost 0f $676,780.00. The pump station is located just south of the Cuyahoga Valley Vocational
School. Cost is shared by Brecksville and Broadview Heights.

Councilmember Petsche asked about the “City Wide” line item on the electric bill. Finance

Director Starosta said the line item is used for any electric usage that is not called out specifically,
such as City Hall or Town Square.

Council President Harwood asked about the timeline for the S.R. 82 Sanitary Sewer Project.

Engineer Wise said he will provide a timeline of the public meetings and scheduled work as soon
as the design has been completed.
