Regarding Law Enforcement Assistance

This Agreement is entered into by and between the National Park Service (hereinafter “NPS”),
United States Department of the Interior, acting through the Superintendent of Cuyahoga Valley
National Park (hereinafter “CVNP”), and the Brecksville Police Department (hereinafter

“BPD”), Ohio, acting through its Police Chief.

ARTICLE I -BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVES

The objective of the Agreement is to coordinate emergency law enforcement assistance between
the two agencies. Cuyahoga Valley National Park is under concurrent jurisdiction, and the NPS
and the BPD therefore share a common interest in law enforcement in and around CVNP.

Both agencies recognize through experience that violations affecting the safety and welfare of
citizens, property, and resources under their protection frequently involve individuals and groups
operating across jurisdictional boundaries. Both agencies also recognize that the most effective
and sometimes only method to detect, deter, and solve these crimes is through cooperative
efforts. Accordingly, the NPS and the BPD do hereby enter into an agreement to provide
emergency cooperative assistance to maintain public safety and welfare on lands and waters in
Brecksville Ohio, within and immediately surrounding CVNP, as both parties can mutually
benefit from the expertise and resources of their respective agencies.

ARTICLE II - AUTHORITY
This Agreement is entered into under the authority of Title 54 United States Code.

The Secretary of the Interior, acting through the NPS, administers and manages CVNP pursuant
to the Act of December 27, 1974, Public Law 93-555 (Cuyahoga Valley National Recreation
Area), Name Change Legislation by U.S. Congress October 11, 2000, Public Law 106-291
(Cuyahoga Valley National Park), and conducts law enforcement activities there and at other

NPS areas within the State of Ohio pursuant to Title 54 U.S.C.
























ARTICLE VII - REPORTS AND/OR OTHER DELIVERABLES

Upon request and to the full extent permitted by applicable law, the parties will share with each
other final reports of incidents involving both parties. To the extent authorized by law, any
documents or data exchanged between the parties to this Agreement will not be released to a
third party unless the designated key official of the party that generated the document or data, or

his/her representative concurs that release is appropriate.

ARTICLE VIII - PROPERTY UTILIZATION

Unless otherwise agreed to in writing by the parties, any property furnished by one party to the
other will remain the property of the furnishing party. Any property furnished by the NPS to the
BPD during the performance of this Agreement will be used and disposed of as set forth in NPS

Property Management Regulations.

ARTICLE IX - MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION

A. This Agreement may be modified only by a written instrument executed by the parties.

Either party may terminate this Agreement by providing the other party with thirty (30)
days advance written notice. In the event that one party provides the other party with
notice of its intention to terminate, the parties will meet promptly to discuss the reasons

for the notice and to try to resolve their differences.

ARTICLE X - STANDARD CLAUSES

A.  Civil Rights

During the performance of this Agreement, the participants agree to abide by the terms of
U.S. Department of the Interior — Civil Rights Assurance Certification, non-

discrimination and will not discriminate against any person because of race, color,
religion, sex, or national origin. The participants will take affirmative action to ensure

that applicants are employed without regard to their race, color, sexual orientation,
national origin, disabilities, religion, age, or sex.

B. Promotions

The BPD will not publicize or otherwise circulate promotional material (such as
advertisements, sales brochures, press releases, speeches, still and motion pictures,
articles, manuscripts, or other publications), which states or implies Governmental,
Departmental, bureau, or Government employee endorsement of a product, service, or
position which the BPD represents. No release of information relating to this Agreement



may state or imply that the Government approves of the BPD work product or considers
the BPD work product to be superior to other products or services.

Public Information Release

Publications of Results of Studies

No party will unilaterally publish a joint publication without consulting the other party.
This restriction does not apply to popular publication of previously published technical
matter. Publications pursuant to this Agreement may be produced independently or in
collaboration with others; however, in all cases proper credit will be given to the efforts
of those parties contributing to the publication. In the event no agreement is reached
concerning the manner of publication or interpretation of results, either party may publish
data after due notice and submission of the proposed manuscripts to the other. In such
instances, the party publishing the data will give due credit to the cooperation but assume
full responsibility for any statements on which there is a difference of opinion.
